


Tirkandi Inaburra’s programs target self identity, 
cultural identity, connection to family, country and 
community. Tirkandi Inaburra works to actively 
engage families in the Centre's programs and 
supports family social and emotional wellbeing 
through links to other agencies and services.  
Tirkandi Inaburra aims to reduce Indigenous over 
representation in the criminal justice system.

Who can refer someone
to Tirkandi Inaburra?
The referral process to Tirkandi Inaburra is easy as 
long as the participant is eligible and falls within the 
selection criteria. Participants can be referred by 
family members, community members, government 
or non government organisations such as 
Department of Education, Community Services, and 
local Lands Council or any other Aboriginal 
organisation etc.

Education at Tirkandi Inaburra
Tirkandi Inaburra operates in partnership with the 
NSW Education Department. Tirkandi Inaburra’s 
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Learning Centre has three permanent teachers and 
two teachers aids.  This enables the participants the 
opportunity to learn and achieve greater as a result 
of a one on one learning environment. The school 
operates between 9am – 1pm until week 2, then 
9am – 3pm for the remainder of the school term.

Tirkandi Inaburra Selection Criteria
Tirkandi Inaburra’s selection criteria are as follows;
• Indigenous boys between 12 and 15 years
 of age;
• Who reside within our catchment area;
• Are disengaging from school, community
 and family;
• Have low education levels and want to better
 these levels;
• At risk of contact with the Criminal Justice system;
• First offenders/non-serious offenders;
• Agree to voluntarily enter the Centre and commit
 to the program;
• Want to make the ‘shift’ and improve their
 chances in life;
• Are coming to the notice of police, have been
 involved in caution or conferencing, are making
 their first appearance in court;
• Who are currently enrolled in school.
